• Special considerations – children
– Teach children

• Family contact information
• Never touch downed wires
• 





Family- and Self-preparedness 
for Community Health Centers

• Special considerations – mental health
– Discuss concerns with family, friends and 

neighbors



Family- and Self-preparedness 
for Community Health Centers

• Special conditions: utility disruption
– Phone loss

• Report disruption asap
• Consider an analog phone

– Power outage
• Prevent overload: turn off automatic appliances
• Keep refrigerator/freezer closed
• Avoid downed lines
• Battery-operated radio…and batteries!
• Do NOT use generators or burn fossil fuels indoors
• Have, and learn how to use, an ABC-type fire extinguisher

• Emergency Supply Kits – home supplies
– Hygiene/bathroom supplies
– Iodine tablets/unscented bleach…
– Special items for

• Children
• Seniors
• People with medical conditions

– Extra sets of clothes, shoes, blanket, raingear
– Documents

• Driver’s license, financial records

• Consider: passport, birth certificate

Family- and Self-preparedness 
for Community Health Centers

• Emergency Supply Kits – your “Go Bag”
– Collection of items available to take with you 

in the event of evacuation
– Smaller
– Use a sturdy, easy-to-carry container

• Possibly a back pack or suitcase on wheels
